Thought you might-like'to know about our trip to lit. St. Helens.
on 22 Fobruary. I had expectocd some snow but certainly was not
prepared for the threc fust we found at the camp site across irom
swift Pover Frojcet 2 powerhouse. ..o camsed down below Cougar a
fow miles. I had suggested the othcrs bring snowshoes but did not
make a special veint of it so I as ths only onc with thom. In
viow of the situation and the possibly icy snow I luft them in the
car. It took us about 5 hours to rsach the vicintty oi Bat Cave.
By that timo two.of the four boys were teo.tired to break trail
and ‘I wasn't in much.bstter shape. TFinally, I pointed cut soime
trees and said the cave should be noar them. Whon we got there
there was no sign of an opening in the snow so we went on into
the clearing with the big fir, By then I was convinced we were
in the right location so I headed for the woper cntrance and
suggcsted onc of tho othur fellows go on to where Prinec .lbert
should be. I thought I was within 50 feet of whers tae uagur
entrance should have becn but saw nothing. I then decided to
head back down to the main cntronce. I socn spoited it and
callsd the others beck., Thore rust have been 5 to 7 feet of wet
snow at the ontrance. It was not large end slonod¢ to the northwest
which apparently is why we overlooked it vhen wo came by the first
time 30 fout or so to the west. From the entrence at least part
way down into thce upner passage, thore wore stalagmitos and some
stalagtitos of ice up to four fout long end four inches in diameter.
The surface of some had beon siwoothed ny dripping water and warmer
air. In the lovcr passage thuoy were very numcrous and luss meltod.
The c.iling wes roally beautiful. In wost placus, therc was a
lay.r of frost about 1/2 inch thick. I can only assuuc that it had,
‘been vary cold down thero, Thure were 20 big-carcd bats mostly in
tho lowver passage. However onJthe floor, there were tho romains of
22 othurs. Interustingly, th.ore wors no bands with tho romcins, I
hed not buen to Bat .Cave since last .ierch. Do yeu know of anyouac
who had bo.n therc morc roc.ntly and might heve noticod doad bats.
I cannot belicve that the hodies would havu buen so u=compouvd if
they had dicd during the freczing weathor. e only stay«d a fow
minutes as wo werc duc back much carlicr than we were going to get
back. I know cur first trail was somcvhore to the west but coulad
not spot it. Rather than broak now trcil ye rotraccd our old steus,
We had a big if perhaps som.what bitter laugh then we finishoed a
circle sovoral blocks long and found we wore only 30 feot from tho
sntronce whers we had stortod somo minutes carlivr. We did spot
some smell moltcd spots in the snow mostly ncar the south edgu of
the flow. At loast onc locked like it llbnt bo intercsting but I
doubt if I could uvor find it again. Suveral others looked like
troc casts. If thore is still snow in the area and I suspect there
is, it might be a good tim: to look around.

Iultinle Flash Tochnique uscd in Cave Photography
by Cherles Andorson Jr.

Caves in thoe midwost and castirn stetos consist of lots of
Big rooms, So to light up thosc big arvas with the idca of kouping
a cavelike atmosphurc and yot providing adoquate illumination for
a good nicturc. This has always boon a mejor problom in cave
photography. In u31ng multiplc flash you must first decidc on what
kind of filnm to usc - like color or black & whitu. If you want
both black & whitu and color you should usc thou same « S a for
both films. The film that I usc is Extachrome X and ASa of 64 and
Pantomic X for Black & hitu, they both have the samc LS. rating.
Sueond you must d.eide on what kind of flash bulbs to usc. Thero
arc 211 kinds of flesh bulbs, l3B, sruss 25B, Pruss 50, FF30 and
the most powsrfull flash bulb on - the market FF33,

it this time I will use Extachrome X and the FF33 for a big room
shot 1lik. the¢ Big Room in Carlsbad. Using the FF33 lam) in a T"
polishod rofluctors using the tochnique :of multiplo flash or painting
with light. The FF23 vag introduced to tho motion picturcs
tuchnicians by Sylvania in 1959. The industry was' largoly 'scuking
a long duration light sourcu to rocord rapec. motion.with hlgh.speed
camoras.

The photolamp was appropriately named "Floodflash" bocausc it
oporatsd and lookod like a flashbulb but burncd for ovir 1 3/4
svconds, r.scmbling e photoflood lamp. (To achivve the samo
effoctive light out put and covirage of onv FF33 would ruqulru
at least ton #2 floods in motal rofloctors,)

The FF33 (cloar & bluo) has a tromundous potobtial for shooting
large interiors.

Whon using Multiple Elash Tuchnique bo suro cach lamp would bo
rosponsible for thu oxposure and coveragoe of o given arca.

Whon "Painting with Light" it is important that nonc of the
lights falls on th. nurson doing tho- painting. The erva should
be in totel darknoss. The camora should bs mountod on & rigged
trivod ard the shutter opuned on time or bulb. .s long as tho
~shotogra hor kceps moving, hoe can walk around illum.neting the
arva and will not regist.or in the picturc.

.recautions should boe takon thet no stray light comes through
the neck of the rofl.ctor. If you usc black tepc on your rufloctors,
it will work purf.dtly. “rainting with Light” can be comparcd to
burning and dodging in meking an unlargoment, Tho Photographor
cen highlight arces that ho wishus to cmphasize and subduco thosc
arcas that arc not important or need luss light.

If you have peoplo in the plcturs, it is imporative that all
lamps be firod simultancously, so tho poeple in the pieturc show
no movuncnt during thoe exposurc.

The FF33 cloar of blus, has proven to be an idoeal lamp for
shooting largc intoriors. When people arc not involed in the
shot, a photographur painting with light can adcquatcly light
up lerg. inturiors with littlc manpowur. As the photographur
can set off the lighting him solf. The tochnique outline in
this article also can bu appli.d to medium sizo rooms and including
